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Undergraduate Program Admissions

Students value our intimate setting and small class sizes.
Admission into all our programs is therefore highly compet-
itive. All undergraduate programs require a minimum
cumulative GPA of 2.2, although most successful applicants
have higher GPAs. Other criteria may vary by program, so
you are strongly encouraged to consult the Allied Medical
Programs web site, www.amp.osu.edu, or contact the SAMP
Student Affairs Office to find out specific criteria.

DEADLINES

To apply to one of the undergraduate programs, you
need to submit all required materials by the priority dead-
lines found at www.amp.osu.edu. However, you are advised
to apply well ahead of the deadline to allow full review. If
we receive your application after the priority deadline, we

will consider it only if there’s availability in a program.
FINANCIAL AID

All students are encouraged to apply for aid, even
though an admissions application may be under review.
General information about the Office of Student Financial
Aid is available on the web at http:/sfa.osu.edu.

The priority deadline for students applying for merit-
and need-based university financial aid is the first business
day in March, usually March 1. The Scholarship Application
can be accessed online; please print the document, com-
plete, and mail it to the Office of Student Financial Aid, The
Ohio State University, 517 Lincoln Tower, 1800 Cannon
Drive, Columbus, Ohio 43210-1249. The Free Application
for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) also can be obtained
on-line, at www.fafsa.ed.gov, and submitted electroni-
cally. Re-application for aid is required yearly; forms are avail-
able after January 1.

Graduate Program Admissions

The University requires general materials of all appli-
cants for graduate study. These are reviewed by the
University Admissions office before they are reviewed by
the School. Each program has additional requirements,
which you can find on the Allied Medical web site,
www.amp.osu.edu, or by contacting the School’s
Graduate Office at 614-292-9579.

Both the Master of Occupational Therapy and Master
of Physical Therapy programs require a minimum 3.0 GPA
and competitive scores on the Graduate Record
Examination (GRE). The GRE is required for the Master of
Science only if your GPA is below 3.5. Application dead-
lines for the graduate programs can be found at
www.amp.osu.edu.

FINANCIAL AID

Graduate associateships are the primary source of finan-
cial assistance provided to graduate students. Associateship
positions generally begin in autumn quarter and are renew-
able, depending upon the student’s job performance, grades
and availability of funds. The availability of graduate associ-
ateships varies from program to program. To be eligible for
consideration, you must meet all of the admission require-
ments of the graduate program and apply by the appropri-
ate program application deadline.

Most graduate fellowship awards provide a monthly
stipend and payment of resident and non-resident fees.
Terms and ability to renew vary, however, with the type of
fellowship awarded. Graduate fellowships are limited in
number and are awarded on a competitive basis each year
to applicants who show outstanding scholarly accomplish-
ment and exceptional potential for graduate study.
Fellowship appointments generally begin autumn quarter.

To be eligible for fellowship consideration, you must
have a cumulative grade point average of at least 3.10 out
of a possible 4.00 in both undergraduate and graduate
work. Most of the fellowship programs require a higher
GPA. The Graduate School website contains additional
details about fellowships and the criteria for each program.

Each graduate program selects the most highly quali-
fied applicants and places their names in nomination to the
Graduate School in mid-February. Fellowship awards are
announced in March. Recipients’ acceptances of the awards

are due in April.
